Thank you for the warm welcome that we have received over the last few weeks. I am so blessed by God 
that he has called me to be the Minister of Littleover Methodist Church. I am very excited about the plans 
that God has for us through the power of his Holy Spirit 

Over the past couple of weeks that we have experienced the tangible presence of God in our services: 
the Spirit has set people free and delivered them from fears and worries that come with the trials of life. I 
want to press deeper into God and ask Him for greater blessing and more of His presence in our own 
lives and the life of the Church.

So I am asking you over these 8 days to seek God that He may give us a 
clear understanding of his priorities for Littleover Methodist Church and that He will give us the resources 
needed to fulfil His plan and purpose for this church. We come with no expectation; only that God’s Spirit 
would move and speak to us through visions, dreams, prophecy, words of knowledge and supernatural 
displays of His mercy and goodness. We want to see people released and set free from all that binds 
them and distracts them from the love of God. We want to see healings and lives transformed. Please join 
us in your own way over the 8 days in seeking God wherever you are, whatever you are doing and 
whenever you can.  

Each evening we will join together in a time of celebration, worship and prayer to celebrate and give 
thanks to God for hearing our prayers. Please do take this call to prayer and fasting seriously as God 
guides us in 2 Chronicles 7:14(KJV) 
“If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and 
turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their 
land”.
